Remove and safely discard any
packaging material or promotional
labels before using the toaster for the
firat time.

To eliminate a choking hazard for young
children, remove and safely discard the
protective cover itted to the power plug

Do not place the toaster near the edge
of a table, counter or bench top during
operaticn. Ensure the surface is level,
clean and free of water.

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Before first use, remove any packaging
material or promotional labels attached to
your toaster.

. Insert the power plug into a
220/ 240 valt power autlet then turn
the power on. The TOAST/CANCEL
button surround will illuminate in white.
The LED toasting progress indicator
will illuminate in red from left to right,
then align ta the selected browning
setting (indicated by the position of
the BROWMNING COMNTROL slide). The
toaster will revert to stand-by made after
30 seconds if a button is not pressed or
the BROWNING COMTROL slide is
not adjusted.

NOTE

When using the toaster for the first
time, we suggest toasting on the
maximum setting without bread,
The toaster may emit a thin amoke
or distinet odor on initial use, This
is mormal and not detrimental to the
performance of the toaster.

2. Place bread, crumpet, fruit bread, bagel
or half an english muffin inte teasting
slat. Ensure items for toasting are not
too long or too thick to it in the
toasting slota.

The BTAB25 and BTAS30 have a single
BROWNING CONTROL slide and row
of function buttons that simultaneously
contrel the two toasting slots.

The BTAB4S has dual independent
controls allowing each pair of slots
to work independently so vou can
simultaneously toast to different
preferences.

3. Select the toast setting by adjusting
the BROWNING CONTROL slide on
the front of the toaster,
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The toast settings range from: T (lightest)
to 5 (darkeat). The LED progress
indicator will illuminate in red and align
to the selected toast setting.

NOTE

When using the toaster for the first
time, it is suggested to toast on
browning setting "3, Various types of
bread and personal preference may
require a different browning setting.
For example, white light-textured
breads may require a lighter setting,
whilst heavier textured breads may
require a darker setting.

To start the toasting process, press the
TOAST/CANCEL buttan on tap of the
toaster. The TOAST/CANCEL button
surround will illuminate in red and the
carriage will automatically lower into the
toasting position and start the toasting
cyele. As the carriage automatically
locks into position, the LIFT & LOOK™
button surround will illuminate in white
and the LED toasting progress indieator
[above the selected browming setting)
will Hash and start to gradually count
down (towards the left) indicating the
toasting progress.

The LIFT & LOOK™ button can be
prassed up umil 10 seconds before the
end of the tossting cyele to view the
browning of the bread. When selected,
the LIFT & LOOK™ button surrcund
will Aash and the LED toasting progress
indicator will remain steady (indicating
that the selectad browning setting has
not been interrupted by the carrfiage
rising). The toasting recommaences
immediately &s the carriege lowers and
locks into position, and as indicated by
the LIFT & LOOK™ button surrcund
illuminating and the LED toasting
proqgress indicator flashing.

To toast crumpets:

1. Place the crumpets into the toasting
slots with crumpet tops facing inwards
&5 per the erumpet markings on the top
cover plate above the centre eloments of
the toaster.

Place the bagel centre into the toasting
slots with bagel facing imwards.

To toast the bagel, press the CRUMPET/
FRUIT BREAD button onee and the
button will illuminate white,

Select the desired browning setting by
edjusting the browning cantrol slide on
the front of the toaster. We suggest to
start on setting ‘1",

Prass the TOAST/CANCEL button
and the surround will illuminate in
red. The bagel will automatically
lower into the toasting slots. The
middle and side heating elements
will autamatically adjust.

The LIFT & LOOK™ button surround
will also illuminate in white allowing the
toasting progress to be checked and, if
necessary, cancel the cyele by pressing
the TOAST/CANCEL button when the

desired toast colour is achieved.

Fruit bread, due to its higher sugar content,
needs less toesting time compared to
reqular white ar wholemeal bread.

The FRUIT BREAD setting automatically
adjusts the toasting time for fruit bread.

To toast fruit bread:

L. Place the fruit bread into the toasting
slots,

2. To select the FRUIT BREAD setting,
press the CRUMPET/FRUIT BREAD
button twice and the button will
illuminate blue.

3. Select the desired setting by adjusting
the BROWNING COMTROL slide on
the front of the toaster.

The browning settings range from
T (lightest) to *5" (darkest).

4, Press the TOAST/CANCEL buttan
and the surround will lluminate in red.
The fruit bread will automatically lower
inta the teesting slots.

5. The LIFT & LOOK™ button surround
will algo illuminate in white allowing the
toasting progress to be checked and, if
necessery, cancel the cyele by pressing
the TOAST/CANCEL buttan when the

desired tozst colour is achieved.
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6. Approximately 10 seconds before the
end of the selected browning setting,
the LIFT & LOOK™ buttan will cease
illumination. As the toasting stops and
the cartiage rises, the TOAST/CANCEL
button surround will Aash end the LED
toasting progress indicator will cease
Aashing. The LED toasting progress
indicator will re-illuminate to the
previously selected browning setting

7. Onee the toasting cyele has finished and
the carriage has rizsen and locked into
the raised position. the toast ready alent
will sound. Remeove the fruit bread. The
TOAST/CANCEL button surround will
re-illuminate in white for up to
30 seconds, ready for the next toasting
eyele. The CRUMPET/FRUIT EREAD
butten surround will remain illuminated
in blue and should be pressed once 10
cancel if a subsequent toasting function
other than fruit bread is required. The
CRUMPET/FRUIT BEREAD button
surround will cease to illuminate after
30 seconds or when the appliance is
switched off at the power point.

FROZEN BUTTON

This feature activates additional toasting
time required to toast frozen bread,

To toast frozen bread:
1. Place the bread into the toasting slots.

2. Select the desired brewning setting by
edjusting the BROWNING CONTROL
slide on the front of the toaster.

3, Press the TOAST/CAMNCEL butten
and the surraund will lluminate in red
then press the FROZEN button end the
surround will illumingte in white. The
bread will autematically lower inta the
toasting slots, The toasting time will
sutomatically increase.
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The LIFT & LOOK™ button surround
will illuminate in white allowing you

to check on the toasting progress

and, if necessary, cancel the eyele by
pressing TOAST/CANCEL button when
the desired toast colour is achieved,
Approximately 10 seconds before the
end of the selected browning setting,
the LIFT & LOOK™ button will cease
illumination.

Az the toasting stops and the carriage
rizes, the TOAST/CANCEL button
surreund will Aash and the LED toasting
progress indicator will cease Rashing.

This festure sutomatically reises and lowers
the carriage so you can check progress
without imerrupting and/or cancelling the
toasting cycle.

To select this feature:
1. The LIFT & LOOK™ button surround

will illuminate in white during the
toasting cyele and when using the

& BIT MORE™ feature. You can press the
LIFT & LOOK™ button during toasting
eyele to view the toasting progress. If
selected, the LIFT & LOOK™ butten
surround will fash. The LED toasting
progress indicator will cease to flash
indicating that the selected toasting
eyele time has not been interrupted.
When the LIFT & LOOK™ cycle has
hnished, the toasting cyele will
re-commence, indicated by the
resumed flashing of LED toasting
progress indicator.,

. Approximately 10 saconds before the
end of the selected browming setting,
the LIFT & LOOK™ button will cease
illumination and cannot be activated
in this time.

TOAST READY ALERT

A toest ready alert will sound when the
toasting cycle has Anished and the carriage
has risen and locked inta the raised position.

The default setting for the Toast Ready Alert
is High, but can be adjusted to Low or Mute,

Adjusting the Sound Level of the Toast

Press and hold down the LIFT & LOOQK™
button for 2 seconds until the

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CARE, CLEANING & STORAGE

CARE AND CLEANING

Switch the tcaster off &t the power outlet
and then remeve the power plug from
the pewer outler. Allow the toaster 1o
cool completaly before clesning

To clean any crumbs from the toaster,

remove the crumb tray (located under the

contral panel at the front of the toaster)

by pulling it curwards, Empty and replace

the crumb tray before using the toaster
again. Replace the erumb tray by sliding
it imwards until it locks into position

To remove any additional crombs, turn
the toaster upside down over & bin and
shake crumbs free,

Wipe the outside of the toaster with
a slightly dampened soft cloth and
then dry it with a soft dry cleth to dry
completely.

Do not elean with metal scouring
pads. Pieces can break off the pad
and touch eleetrical parts creating an
electrie shock hazard.
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STORAGE

Switch toaster off at the power outlet and
remove the power plug from the power
cutlet. Allow the toaster to cool complete
before storing. Follow the direstions for
cleaning and store in an upright position
on & fat surfece on 2 bench top or in &n
accessible cuphoard.
